Solar Economics Forum - towards Grid Parity 

As part of the promotional activities of the company at international 
level and following the invitation of the organizers, “Greenpower 
Conferences”, Solar Cells Hellas participated at the conference 
“Solar Economics Forum - towards Grid Parity”, which took place in 
London, from 16 to 18 of June 2009. 

The main topics of discussion regarding the Greek Market covered 
the developments on the legislative framework as well as the growth 
of the market and local industry. In an interactive panel Dr. 
Zachariou - Commercial Director of the Group - presented the 
potential of PV Market and the Industrial Activity in Greece.
